When Albert Einstein died, he commissioned that his ashes be scattered along the Delaware River so that 
his burial place would not become a shrine to his life!

Our human brain, the locus of our learning, has been the focus of major research, study, wonderment and 
awe.  Today educators are becoming much more aware of the biology of how the brain functions.  Educa-
tors are researching brain-compatible learning. It is both complex and simple. 
 
Grace H. Pilon, a genius of lesser world recognition, and an educator of profound creativity, realized to-
wards the end of her life that “her” Workshop Way® system of human growth for education was amaz-
ingly in synche with the emerging brain research.
